INNOCENCE. ANDROGYNOUS AND YOUTHFUL IN
APPEARANCE, HIS OUTWARD PIETY BELIES AN

AS MORAL FAILINGS IN OTHERS. DRIVEN BY

CHARLOTTE IS A COMPASSIONATE
PEDIATRIC NURSE WHOSE CAREER HAS
TAKEN HER TO THE FRONT LINES OF
HUMANITARIAN CRISES. HER RETURN TO
THE CHURCH COINCIDES WITH GLYNE’S
UNRAVELING, AS THEIR UNRESOLVED
ROMANTIC PAST COMPLICATES HER
INTENTIONS TO REKINDLE HER FAITH.
INTELLIGENT AND PRAGMATIC, SHE
BECOMES AN EMOTIONAL ANCHOR FOR
GLYNE, THOUGH HER OWN
VULNERABILITY EMERGES WHEN SHE
CONFRONTS THE CHURCH’S RIGIDITY AND
HER EX-HUSBAND’S BETRAYAL. HER
BRAVERY AND EMPATHY MAKE HER A
CRITICAL ALLY IN GLYNE’S STRUGGLE.

BISHOP FRANSON

A REPRESENTATION OF THE
INSTITUTIONAL CHURCH, BISHOP
FRANSON IS STERN, METHODICAL, AND
DEEPLY CONCERNED WITH APPEARANCES.
HIS ROLE IS TO EVALUATE GLYNE’S
SUITABILITY AS A PRIEST AMID THE
STRANGE OCCURRENCES AND DWINDLING
CONGREGATION. THOUGH WELL-MEANING
IN HIS ADHERENCE TO DOCTRINE, HIS
RIGID APPROACH CONTRASTS WITH
GLYNE’S EMOTIONAL TURMOIL,
PRESENTING AN ADDITIONAL LAYER OF
PRESSURE ON THE EMBATTLED PRIEST.

SHARON

A FRAIL AND ENIGMATIC PARISHIONER
SUFFERING FROM DEMENTIA, SHARON
BECOMES AN UNWITTING HERALD OF THE
SUPERNATURAL. HER CRYPTIC
STATEMENTS AND HAUNTING DEMEANOR
LEND AN AIR OF FOREBODING TO HER
SCENES. SHARON SERVES AS A
REMINDER OF THE THIN VEIL BETWEEN
THE PHYSICAL AND SPIRITUAL WORLDS
AND THE VULNERABILITY OF THOSE
CAUGHT BETWEEN.






JANE

JANE IS THE PRAGMATIC, NO-NONSENSE
CAREGIVER FOR HER AILING MOTHER.
HER BLUNT COMMENTARY AND
SKEPTICISM ABOUT FAITH CREATE A
STARK CONTRAST TO THE CHURCH’S
TEACHINGS. THOUGH SHE PROVIDES
MOMENTS OF LEVITY, HER PRESENCE
CHALLENGES GLYNE TO CONFRONT HIS
OWN DOUBTS ABOUT DIVINE INTENTION,
MAKING HER AN INDIRECT CATALYST FOR
HIS SPIRITUAL RECKONING.

FATHER GREEN

A  THOUGHTFUL AND EXPERIENCED
PRIEST, FATHER GREEN ACTS AS AN
INTERMEDIARY BETWEEN GLYNE AND THE
CHURCH HIERARCHY. THOUGH LESS
DOGMATIC THAN BISHOP FRANSON, HE
ULTIMATELY PRIORITIZES THE
INSTITUTION OVER THE INDIVIDUAL. HIS
CALM DEMEANOR HIDES A PRAGMATIC
STREAK, WHICH ALIGNS HIM WITH THE
CHURCH’S BUREAUCRATIC GOALS RATHER
THAN ITS SPIRITUAL MISSION.

DR. SARAH HAMILTON

A DILIGENT AND COMPASSIONATE
PHYSICIAN, SARAH IS TASKED WITH
DIAGNOSING GLYNE’S MYSTERIOUS
PHYSICAL AILMENTS. THOUGH A MINOR
CHARACTER, HER RATIONAL, SCIENCE-
BASED PERSPECTIVE CONTRASTS WITH
THE SUPERNATURAL EVENTS UNFOLDING
AROUND GLYNE. HER GROUNDED
APPROACH UNDERSCORES THE TENSION
BETWEEN EMPIRICAL EVIDENCE AND
SPIRITUAL PHENOMENA.
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
